Under 1450 / Under 1825  

For juniors or adults. ECF Rapidplay Ratings will be used. 

Which section should I enter?  

All results will be submitted to the ECF for rating. Most juniors 

enter the age limit sections. These correspond to School Years, 

i.e. Under 8 is for Year 3 or below, Under 10 for Year 4 or 5, 

Under 12 for Year 6 or 7 and Under 14 for Year 8 or 9. You are 

allowed to enter an older age group if you wish. The rating limit 

sections are intended for older juniors or adults, but are open to 

anyone whose rating is below the limit specified.
